Single jack controller with “dead man”
control (part no. 350090) can be used
individually or in multiples to regulate
the number of jacks desired.

Heavy attachment handles are provided on
the two largest jacks for attachment of a rope
or hook to help in positioning the jack.

Inflation hose system is color-coded
(red and yellow) for easy recognition
when using more than one jack.

The jacks can be used at ambient tem-
peratures of -20°C (-4°F) to + 50°C
(+122°F).
